Purpose:  To encourage troops/groups of Girl Scouts and Boy Scouts, members of  school  or  community  environmental  or service organizations, and individuals to learn about the Norwalk River Watershed, its tributaries, features, problems, and opportunities to improve the

quality of the water and the quality of life in the watershed.

Age level:  Six years and up

Requirements:  Those wishing to earn the patch must take the Norwalk River Watershed Quiz, which may be downloaded from the NRWA website www.norwalkriver.org - which has helpful information in answering the questions on the quiz – and they must participate in at least three hours of documented volunteer work on behalf of the watershed.

River Ranger Program (section of the river or tributary is assigned for cleanup and monitoring)

Invasive Plant Removal Projects

Planting Projects
